#2 Consultant – Private Foundations

Terms of Reference

Background

Peace Brigades International (PBI) is an international NGO that has promoted non-violence and protected human rights in nine countries since 1981.  Inspired by Gandhi and other non-violent traditions, PBI uses protective accompaniment and international presence to deter politically motivated violence in areas of civil conflict and repression. Our international teams of civilian volunteers backed up by international support networks expand the space within which local human rights defenders and communities can carry out their work without fear of political violence.  Our work is based on the principles of non-partisanship and non-interference in the internal affairs of the organisations we accompany.  We believe that lasting transformation of conflicts cannot be imposed from outside but must be based on the capacity of local people to build a genuine peace.  PBI carries out its work using non-hierarchical structures and consensus-based decision-making.

PBI is developing a new, global fundraising strategy and is seeking new partnerships to support and engage with our work.  Our annual global budget is around 4,500,000 USD.  This covers five field projects in Colombia, Guatemala, Indonesia, Mexico and Nepal; field support work in 15 countries in Europe, North America and Australia; and the International Secretariat based in the UK, which is the hub of governance and international coordination.  PBI is a registered 501(c)(3) in the USA.

Purpose of Consultancy

To source potential new partnerships for PBI’s global activities protecting Human Rights Defenders and supporting the struggle against impunity from private foundations in Europe.

Key Tasks

1. Identify private foundation funds that could be open to an application for PBI’s work.

2. Provide the following information on each of these potential funds:

a. Application process (dates, forms, contacts)

b. Amount of funds available

c. Focus of the fund (based on successful awards)

d. Any other information deemed relevant (e.g. recent activity of the foundation)

3. Produce a written report with a detailed summary of all of the above in English.

Qualities, skills and experience required

· Extensive knowledge of and experience in fundraising from private foundations in Europe for human rights issues

· Fluent in English (including excellent written skills)

Terms and Conditions

The consultant is expected to complete all tasks and deliver the final report on Thursday 3rd December at 12pm GMT.

The consultant will receive a fee of 250 EUR per day for three days to be paid on completion of the assignment.
Reasonable communication costs will be reimbursed on production of appropriate receipts.
